	WELCOME AND PUBLIC SESSION:

i) Police Report – The Clerk tabled a written report, which reiterated the continuing problem of metal thefts, including catalytic converters, in the area.
ii) Shropshire Councillor’s Report – The Chairman congratulated Cllr Evans on his recent re-election to Shropshire Council and invited him to give his report:
· Raised platform, Oaklands View junction with Caradoc View – A meeting will be arranged by SC planners with Shropshire Homes, Highways and GHPC to discuss the options for traffic calming at this location.
· Application for floodlighting by Hanwood FC – submitted to SC 10 days previously.  Letters of support have been provided by R Evans and M Mead.
· Hanwood Development Boundary – A provisional date for a local consultation meeting was set for 4th June 2013.  The meeting will be chaired by RE and attended by SC planning officers.  A report to SC planning committee will be submitted by 12th June 2013 by planning officers.  
· Bridge Lane Mirrors – A Walklett has written to SC requesting the replacement of the traffic mirrors, which are located on the county road.  The Clerk confirmed that the mirrors had lost their sheen and were ineffectual.
iii) Longden, Ford and Rea Valley LJC - No meeting held since the last reportghbyyxc
iv) Public Session – 

Mrs Davies expressed concern 

 that a group of young people were congregating around the garages on Caradoc View.

Mrs Davies queried why the houses on Oaklands View totalled 33, but were numbered to 37.  She questioned whether this indicated further houses were likely to be built.  The Council confirmed that it would not support further development at this site and that this had been made clear with the response to Phase 3 of the development.
R Evans recorded his thanks to M A Hood and the Clerk for arranging the fun day at Caradoc View play area.  It had been a very successful event.

	CARADOC VIEW PLAY AREA:

i) Play area inspections – The Clerk confirmed she had arranged a second post-installation inspection on confirmation that Digley Associates were insolvent.  (The original inspection had not been invoiced or a report received).  The second inspection will be undertaken by the Play Inspection Company at a cost of £275 on 15th May 2013 and would incorporate an annual inspection of the original play equipment.  This had been arranged by the Clerk using delegated authority, in consultation with the Chairman and the action was endorsed by the Council in retrospect
R Evans suggested the clerk investigate central arrangements for future play area inspections through SC
MA Hood, M Davies and K Bromage all volunteered to undertake weekly inspections of the play equipment and to check for litter, following the resignation of Phil Seabury.  The Council resolved to accept their offer and the clerk will prepare a new inspection record sheet for use with the new play equipment.

ii) Play area improvements – The remaining bare patch of grass may require turfing or seeding, but it was resolved to wait and see if the grass recovers naturally.
The prices for a picnic table, litter bin and path were not available.  The clerk will circulate details to members of the Council between meetings for a decision at the next meeting.

iii) Queen Elizabeth 11 Fields Challenge – The Clerk reported on the successful event and gave a financial summary.  The cost of the event was minimal, due to the generous donations of cakes and tombola prizes by local residents and was offset by the sale of coffee donated by Starbucks.  Total cost £17.37.
