	MATTERS ARISING:
1. Defibrillator – The Clerk reported on a recent site meeting with the Facilities Manager at Severnside.  A report has been submitted to their Executive Team and a decision is awaited.  
2. Footpaths, Caradoc View –.  It has been confirmed that the estate is programmed for slurry sealing in the near future, but a date has not yet been given.
3. Dog Fouling – R Evans stated that the dog warden has been invited to attend the estate walkabout on 6th May but he is awaiting a response.  The Council noted that some local authorities have trained and authorised officers to act as dog wardens.  He suggested that Severnside officers be invited to take on this role.
It was noted that dog fouling is an ongoing issue and that dog owners needed a better understanding of the dog fouling bylaws.  It was resolved to include an article in the next community newsletter reminding dog owners of their responsibilities.

G Lewis suggested that the Council install additional dog bins.  It was confirmed that dog waste can be disposed of in any litter bin or should be taken home.

	HANWOOD YOUTH CLUB: The council noted the report on youth services funding, as presented by David Fairclough at the preceding Parish Meeting.  It confirmed it would continue to support the youth club through the provision of a professional youth worker to the end of the summer term.

	CARADOC VIEW PLAY AREA:

1. Play Area Inspections – The Clerk recommended that the frequency of inspections be reduced to fortnightly, providing that this is acceptable to the Council’s insurance company.  It was agreed to request the amendment to the policy.
2. Anti-social behaviour – The Council noted a complaint by a resident concerning items of furniture and other insanitary items being left in the play area.  She also complained about uncut grass and a damaged fence.  The Council noted that a number of actions had already been taken by the Clerk, who had also replied to the complainant and visited her.  R Evans proposed that the grass cutting be extended to include the strimming of grass at the foot of the football goals and for grass clippings to be collected if long. The Clerk will investigate any cost implications.  The Council authorised the Clerk to arrange removal of the bulky items of furniture using Shropshire Council’s collection service at a cost of £45.00
3. Repairs and Maintenance – 
a. Bark Chippings – It was reported that the store of bark chippings at The Oaklands had been ploughed in during construction works so was no longer available.
b. Contact signs – Clerk to arrange manufacture and installation
c. Grass / soil levels – Grass cutting has now commenced despite a delay.  The Clerk will monitor to ensure regular cuts are undertaken throughout the summer.
d. Benches –These have been manufactured and installed.  A resident has offered to treat the seats if a suitable wood treatment is supplied by the Parish Council.
e. Litter Bin – Still requires concrete at base. Clerk to chase up.
