PUBLIC SESSION – No members of the public were present at the start of the meeting.  The Chairman suspended the public session.

APOLOGIES & APPROVAL – The Committee accepted the apologies noted above.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS
1. 14/04484/FUL – Brookmead, Hanwood – Erection of new boundary fence, garden store and car port.
The Committee examined the plans and considered that the proposals would provide a benefit as the applicants presently park their cars partly over the footpath, which causes an obstruction to pedestrians.  There being no concerns, it was resolved unanimously to support the application.

At 9:40am the Chairman adjourned the meeting and all present relocated to The Oaklands, Hanwood Bank to consider the remaining business on the agenda.  The meeting was joined by Mr & Mrs Longmore, applicants for 14/04484/FUL.  The Chairman suspended standing orders and re-opened the public session.

Mr Longmore pointed out the proposed position of the new garage and route of the proposed new driveway access.  He confirmed that the protected oak tree would be unaffected and that additional fruit trees would be planted to screen the new garage.

Mrs Longmore expressed concern that dog fouling is an ongoing problem on the existing driveway, part of which is a public footpath.

Mrs Longmore also expressed concern that there is a dangerous drop from the same footpath, where it passes the route of the disused railway line.  This area has recently suffered from fly-tipping.  She suggested the area might be turned into a country park.

The Chairman closed the public session and returned to Standing orders.
2. 14/004481/FUL – The Oaklands, Hanwood Bank - Change of use from agricultural land to domestic garden land; erection of boundary fencing.
The Committee considered the landscaping proposals and the limited impact on neighbouring properties.  There being no concerns, the committee resolved to support the application. (RE/KB)
3. 14/004484/FUL – The Oaklands, Hanwood Bank – Erection of double garage and formation of access driveway 

The Committee examined the plans and discussed the landscaping proposed.  There being no concerns, the committee resolved unanimously to support the application.

4. 13/02910/FUL – The Oaklands, Hanwood Bank – Non-material amendment for alteration to external appearance (windows & timber cladding detailing) of house type on Plots 2 & 3. 
The Clerk informed the committee that the plans for this application had not yet been received.  It was resolved to defer discussion to the next full council meeting.
